Trail Rules

1. The trail is open from 7 a.m. to sunset. 

2. The trail is designated for pedestrians or 
non-motorized transportation only. 
Horses are not permitted. 

3. No person shall operate an ATV, ORV,
snowmobile, mini-bike, scooter, go-cart, 
golf cart or similar motorized device.

4. Pets must be on a leash no more than six
feet long and owners must clean up after
their pets. 

5. Solicitation is not allowed. 

6. Camping is not permitted. 

7. Hunting and trapping are not permitted.

A Few Safety Reminders 
to Make Your Experience
More Enjoyable 

n The trail is open from 7 a.m. to sunset.

n Follow all County Park Trail Rules posted
along the trail.

n Obey all trail and traffic signs.

n Always wear a bicycle helmet.

n Cyclists and skaters must yield to
pedestrians.

n Keep right and pass on left. Give audible
warning before passing.

n There is safety in numbers. Use the buddy-
system and enjoy the trail with a companion.

Kalamazoo
River Valley Trail
Connections
The Kalamazoo River Valley Trail will encompass
35 miles of trail throughout Kalamazoo County.
Kalamazoo will be a regional hub, connecting
Battle Creek to Lake Michigan, D Avenue to
Portage, and eventually Lake Michigan to Lake
Huron. This existing trail and planned trails in
other counties will enable you to connect more
than 140 miles of trails — connecting together
the Battle Creek Linear Park, the Kal-Haven
Trail, and the Portage Bicentennial Park Trail.

Currently, two of eight segments of this non-
motorized, paved-asphalt trail are complete.
One stretch includes a 4.8-mile section that
connects 10th Street to downtown Kalamazoo,
while the other travels from Mosel Avenue to
Mayors’ Riverfront Park, totaling an additional
2.8 miles. As funds and property become
available the trail will continue to grow, realizing
a vision that has been in the works since 1991.

Operated as a Kalamazoo County Park, the KRV
Trail is free to use and offers something for
everyone. Whether you’re looking for a relaxing
family stroll, a journey into nature, an extensive
workout or a bike route to work — the
Kalamazoo River Valley Trail awaits your visit.

Connecting You to...
Battle Creek Linear Park
The Linear Park is a paved trail that winds
through the city of Battle Creek, totaling more
than 22 miles. For more information contact 
the City of Battle Creek Parks and Recreation
Department at (269) 966-3431, or visit
www.bcparks.org.

Kal-Haven Trail
The Kal-Haven is a 33.5-mile path of crushed
limestone/slag converted from a railroad bed
that connects South Haven to Kalamazoo. It is
usable for all non-motorized bicycles, hiking,
and snowmobiling when there is a 4-inch snow
base.

Portage Bicentennial Park Trail 
The Bicentennial Park Trail winds over four
miles following Portage Creek at Kilgore Road,
south to the Celery Flats Interpretive Center
and continuing to the Library/Portage City
Centre Area. It’s a paved surface and provides
access connections to a large portion of the 
55-mile Portage Bikeway system. Additional
information can be obtained at (269) 329-4522,
or by visiting www.portagemi.gov/living/park_
descriptions.asp.

Gull Road Path
The Gull Road Path stretches from Riverview
Drive into Richland following Gull Road. The
Path uses a combination of sidewalks and a
paved asphalt surface, totaling about eight miles. 

North Country Hiking Trail
The North Country Hiking Trail covers 4,600
miles and seven states. It begins in North
Dakota and stretches to the state of New York.
A portion of the trail travels through Kalamazoo
and Calhoun counties, sharing the Linear Park
in Battle Creek. For more information visit
www.northcountrytrail.org.
