This letter is intended to provide notice consistent with the requirements of Public Act 222 of 2001 (“PA 222”). PA 222 provides that under certain circumstances, government agencies that own or operate sewage disposal or storm water systems may be held liable for the overflow or backup of the system. In order to pursue a claim for personal injury or property damage resulting from an overflow or backup of a storm water system, you must submit a written notice of the claim pursuant to PA 222.

Enclosed, please find a Notice of Claim form. You must submit this form within 45 days of the date the damage or physical injury was discovered, or in the exercise of reasonable diligence, should have been discovered.

If the Notice of Claim form is not received within the 45 day time period, you will not be able to pursue a claim for damages.

PUBLIC ACT 222 OF 2001

NOTICE OF CLAIM

An individual claiming damage or injury as a result of a sewage disposal or storm water system event must provide written notice of the event within 45 days after the date the damage or injury was discovered or, in the exercise of reasonable diligence, should have been discovered.
